2008-2012 Public Art (Walking Tour) Program

HISTORY: 
The Downtown Development Committee (DDC) was formed in September of 2006 with a goal by the real estate property owners to strengthen the downtown business area of Parker.  Several of the goals include the identification of the Parker downtown business area and to provide it a geographical designation.  This goal has been met.  A secondary goal was to identify entry points to this downtown business area.  This goal has been met.  Additional and significant goals have included reaching out to the Parker Town Council in the form of a Partnership for the Downtown business area.  This goal has been met.  Finally, the Downtown Development Committee wanted to unify the description of this area, and the Downtown Development Committee has unanimously embraced “Old Town Parker”, as well as welcoming the currently developing Victorian area along Pikes Peak Drive as Victorian Park.  These goals have all been achieved.  A lot of work & time has gone into this effort during many group meetings, meetings with town officials, and multiple meetings by those interested in the Public Art of Parker. The concept of a Public Art Program is centered around a walking tour of the Downtown area, while enjoying quality, educational and historically significant public art in a home town environment.
